Report of progress and updates since the last meeting

Update from County and District Councillors
The Let’s Talk initiative was mentioned which would be discussed under item 118/22.  It was noted that two complaints from residents were being dealt with, one regarding rats and another relating to safety issues surrounding heat pumps being installed in properties on Ash Grove, which had been passed onto the enforcement officer.  
NYCC would be sending a white paper update which may include plans for the proposed new SEND school at Osgodby.
Cllr Duckett left the meeting at 19.35.

Update from NY Police
No report had been received. It had been noted that a police van has been seen on a regular basis in the village which was deemed a good deterrent for anti-social behaviour. 
Report from the Admin Assistant which had been circulated in advance
Streetlights reported out as reported by the Scouts – 

· SL 1 Saunters Way, SL 10 Main Street, SL 7 Main Street. All have been reported as fixed now. 

Other streetlights reported out/faulty – 

· SL 28 Saunters Way. Appears to be an ongoing problem. Has been reported three times.

· SL72 and SL74, Selby Road. Reported as fixed now. 

· SL41 Coppergate/Kelfield Road reported flashing. 

· SL 87 Landing Lane has been reported as fixed now. 

Blocked drains reported:

· Selby Road.

· Silver Street. 

· Mount Pleasant Bus stop.

· Back Lane.

General

· Back Lane has been reported due to pots holes etc. 

· Thank you letter to Scouts has been sent.

· Damage to VAS sign near park was reported by a resident but found to be okay. The VAS sign near the park has now been moved to Kelfield Road near the Dairyman’s and the other one on Kelfield Road has been turned around. The VAS signs require moving every three months. 

· Branches Out have taken out the small rowan tree and dead wooded the lime tree. Acorn Lighting will put the festive lights back up. Arrangements are being made for the motifs to be put up. 
· Enquiry made to Stones 4 Homes re salt – not required at present as the bins are mostly full.  Will arrange refilling after the first use. The cost of salt has increased from £0.26/kg to £0.28/kg.

· SDC have been contacted to move the litter bin from Pickled Postie to replace the missing one on Station Road.  

· Locks for noticeboards – information has been received but awaiting quote.

· YLCA have advised that all Councils have an up-to-date copy of Arnold Baker – Local Council Administration.  The purchase price will be £164.99, reduced to £131 with a member discount. Are Council happy to agree to this?

· New Councillors forms have been sent to SDC. Profiles have been set up on RPC website. Ongoing work. 

· Clarification has been received and circulated regarding the potential number of new builds for Riccall in Selby District Plan. 

· A resident who previously reported a problem with rats has recently stated that,” The environmental health came out to do checks and have asked surrounding residents to bait/cut back where possible. I haven't seen one for 2 weeks but know they have moved further afield. The Shepherds were asked to keep up with maintenance of grounds on Wheatfield which I was told they were happy to do but I am yet to see any of this happen so far therefore until that has been completed, I cannot say whether this is not an issue anymore as that is where the rats were nesting.”

· Website work is ongoing.

· Facebook upgrade is ongoing.

· Asset manager work is ongoing.

· Inputting of planning applications is ongoing. 

· Meeting dates for 2023 have been circulated. 

· Training log updated.  Please advise of any further training.
Park

· Park Padlock – still looking for a guarantee. 

· A proof has been received for the new park sign – information has been sent to lead Cllr who is satisfied with it. The cost would be £59.00+vat. Fitting £10. Lead Cllr has proposed we go ahead. 
· Work has been identified from the last report and suggested work has been put to a contractor and the Lengthsman. Update to follow next month. Other park work due to take place last year has been put back until next Spring.   

· Contact has been made regarding updating the Snakes and Ladders Board. 

· Park HAGS report for November has just been received.  The Lead Cllr and Admin will look through it.

Park work – ongoing work for Lengthsman

· Bench on corner of Back Lane, needs sanding down and varnishing. 

· Jubilee Fields fencing – broken down in places – to be repaired.

· Zip wire bark needs aerating, kick board replacing and weeds removing.

· Methodist Church work – has seen what is required.

· Car parking signage to be finished off on fencing at the park.

· Broken down small tree on village green.
· Skate Unit - Rusting in places – repaint.  

· Matting under Froghouse – short term fix until full repair can be carried out.
· Bins to repair in park.

The acting RFO noted the following points:

A payment of £219.01 from NYCC has been received for grass cutting and had been paid into the Unity account.

A RPC invoice has now been set up.

We are continuing to use CIL funds to support the Methodist Church purchase. 

DD 28 has been left in red on the accounts as the Google invoice has not yet been received, but money is taken on 7th of each month. Admin is looking into this. 
It was noted that some invoices had been passed onto the acting RFO, but the work had not been checked prior to this. It was asked that any relevant work is checked, and invoices approved before being forwarded for payment, or they would be returned to Admin/other.

The lead Councillor who reviewed the previous application relating to this property had no objections then and had no concerns regarding the latest application.  It was RESOLVED to accept this recommendation. 

The member of public in attendance suggested a few reasons why they thought the previous application may have been rejected and left the meeting at 19.57.

            (c) Other planning matters

It was noted that work had commenced on Tamwood and that only work which had been authorised should be carried out.  Any concerns would need to be raised with the Chairman/Admin who would escalate, and the planning officer would be contacted if required.
112/22   Reports and Consultation
The tree on the village green had been removed and the memorial plaque which was there required placing in another location.  One suggestion was that it could be placed on a tree at the Millennium Green. 

Two Councillors had recently attended a YLCA meeting.  This would be discussed further in private session.

Contact had been made with the solicitors by the lead Councillor who is working to get land at the village green registered. Once the information had been collated it would be sent to Fields in Trust to start the process of protecting the land. It will be an agenda item for December’s meeting. Costings will be brought to this meeting. 
It was noted that Lands Charity held their AGM on 16th November and a Councillor was in attendance. 

The Autumn/Winter edition of the Beacon had been delivered to Councillors for distribution today.  Thanks was expressed to the two Councillors who had worked hard to get it prepared and published in a short timeframe. Discussion took place regarding reminding contributors to ensure articles are sent in time for the next publication.

Recreational / H & S update
The lead Councillor reported that the barrier had now been fitted at the entrance to the playground which is a significant improvement and thanked all involved. There is still some finishing off to do around the barrier, including disposal of the old notice board and relocation of the concrete block. Now the barrier is in place and the block had been moved to one side, the repair work in the park can be completed including the installation of additional wood chip under the zip wire – weather depending. No other major issues.
The Choir have been in touch regarding a risk assessment for Carol singing on the green on 24th December- plan to complete this this week.
It was mentioned that the padlock still required attention. The contractor has been contacted to move the concrete block and will return to finish off work around the barrier. 

Park works which have been on hold due to access issues will probably take place next Spring now. 

The latest HAGS report had just been received and the lead Councillor/Admin will report back at the next meeting of any equipment requiring attention. 

A discussion took place regarding Risk Assessments. It was noted that a RA was still required for the Dickensian Fayre.
114/22 PROW
No information had been circulated in advance; therefore, no decisions could be made at this meeting.  Several footpath blockages were raised by the Lead Councillor. A footpath which diverts and goes between two new houses along Chapel Walk, which is not technically a PROW, is being investigated. It was noted that it is NYCC’s responsibility to maintain the surface of the footpath. 
There had been a request from farmers in the area for people to use the PROWs and not the farmers’ land for walking their dogs. Dogs have been seen off leads on land where sheep are grazing and there has been a report of sheep being chased by the dogs.   Farmers have indicated that if this continues to be a problem, they will fence off the land.  One option was to post an article on the PC website asking people to use the PROWs properly. 

It was suggested we could ask NYCC to put up/replace PROW signs.  
It was clarified that the track leading to the Millennium Green is a private road owned by the Lands Charity and the car park is private to the Millennium Green.

115/22 Riccall Church

The lead Councillor stated there had been contact with the solicitors and further information had been requested regarding financial aspects. Information showing monies being transferred to the Projects Account and a copy of this year’s precept had already been sent.  
It was RESOLVED that project funds which were initially earmarked for the proposed car park at the park would be used towards the purchase of the Methodist Church. 
It was noted that the architect was in contact with the solicitors regarding the access door and neighbours. A CDM contractor had been appointed, as was required. 

Working Group meetings are being held once a fortnight. 
The Circuit had asked if the floor repairs had been carried out yet and if a completion date had been set; as once the Church Council wind everything up there would be no funds to assist with the flooring repairs.   The architect had been informed. 
116/22 Halt Heronby
Following the public meeting held in the village it was acknowledged that the vast majority of those who attended wished to support Halt Heronby and wanted the Council to support the scheme.  It was RESOLVED to invite Halt Heronby to the next Parish Council meeting in December.

117/22 Plant a Tree
The suggestion would be to ask people to sponsor trees. A meeting was due to be held on Monday 28th November. This will be an agenda item for December’s meeting.
118/22 Let’s Talk
The Chairman had been approached by SDC/NYCC and asked if he would take part in the next case study giving his own options. Residents were encouraged to have their own say and  

copies of the Let’s Talk surveys had been left in the library for completion. The Chairman asked if any questions/comments which the Council would like him to raise could be sent to him by Tuesday 29th as the meeting was due to be held on Wednesday 30th November. 

119/22 Riccall Lighting

Discussion took place in relation to correspondence from NYCC regarding streetlighting energy costs and the option of replacing lights with LED lanterns to save money.  
It was RESOLVED to ask for further information and a visual structural inspection to be conducted by NYCC. 
It was RESOLVED that the festive lights would be switched on from 3pm until midnight.
